Dear Parents/Carers, 

Under the Nationwide Scheme ‘Universal Infant Free School Meals’, all children in 

Foundation 2, Year 1 and Year 2 are entitled to receive a free school meal regardless of 

income or eligibility for benefits. 

However, if you receive what the government terms as “a low income”, your child also 

qualifies to be on our Free School Meal Register (which is completely separate to being 

eligible to a free meal under the Universal Infant Free School Meal Scheme).  When a 

student is on our Free School Meals Register, the school receives extra money for that 

student which has to be spent only on the education of free school meals students.  This 

extra money is called Pupil Premium and its purpose is to ensure that children from low 

income families are not at a financial disadvantage during their education as a result of 

home circumstances.  Children on the Register also qualify to receive free school 

milk. 

The way the Free School Meal Register is administered has recently changed and it is 

recommended that everyone applies to be on the register, even if you are not eligible at 

present.  This means that should you become eligible at any time in the future, the 

school is able to access the pupil premium funding.

* The guarantee element of Pension Credit  
* Child Tax Credit (provided you're not also entitled to Working Tax Credit and have an annual  
  gross income of no more than £16,190)  
* Working Tax Credit run-on - paid for four weeks after you stop qualifying for Working Tax  
  Credit
